(DEFINITIONS AND EXEMPTIONS)

1. (1)  Clause 6.2 (1) (e) of Ontario Regulation 161/99 is revoked and the following substituted:

[Explanatory Note 1: Clause 6.2 (1) (e) as currently written is being revoked because it is spent and is no longer relevant. It is being replaced with the new provisions below, which will apply the exemptions we have proposed.]

	(e)	a person, other than a licensed transmitter or licensed distributor, that constructs, expands or reinforces an electricity transmission line, if the cost of the construction, expansion or reinforcement of the line is exclusively paid for by the person;

[Explanatory Note 2: This provision exempts from the requirements of s. 92(1) of the Ontario Energy Board Act, 1998 (OEBA) a person that is building, expanding or reinforcing a transmission line and is exclusively paying for that work themselves, such as the owner/operator of a large mine. Licensed transmitters and licensed distributors would not benefit from this exemption because of the potential for those entities to pass the costs of the work onto ratepayers.]

	(e.1)	a person that constructs, expands or reinforces an electricity transmission line, if,

	(i)	the construction, expansion or reinforcement of the line is undertaken pursuant to an agreement between the person and a customer that specifies that the cost of the construction, expansion or reinforcement is to be exclusively paid for by the customer, and

[Explanatory Note 3: This provision applies where a transmitter (“a person”) is constructing, expanding or reinforcing a transmission line on behalf of a customer – for example an owner/operator of a mine - pursuant to an agreement stipulating that the customer will exclusively be paying the cost of the work. In such a case, the transmitter would be exempt from the requirement to obtain a leave to construct approval under s. 92(1) of the OEBA.]

	(ii)	the customer is not a licensed transmitter or licensed distributor;

[Explanatory Note 4: This provision ensures that the exemption above in subclause (e.1)(i) does not apply if the customer is a licensed transmitter or licensed distributor because those entities could pass the costs of the work onto to ratepayers.]

	(2)  Subsections 6.2 (2) and (3) of the Regulation are revoked.

[Explanatory Note 5: Clause 6.2 (2) and (3) are being revoked because they are spent and are no longer relevant.]
