"Equipment" means the equipment described in the Company's application, this 
Approval and in the supporting documentation submitted with the application, to 
the extent approved by this Approval;

"Facility" means the entire operation located on the property where the Equipment 
is located;

"Manual" means a document or a set of documents that provide written 
instructions to staff of the Company;

"Ministry" means the ministry of the government of Ontario responsible for the 8.

The Company shall ensure that the Equipment is properly operated and 
maintained at all times.

and a maintenance program for the Equipment, including:

routine operating and maintenance procedures in accordance with 
good engineering practices and as recommended by the 
Equipment suppliers;

all appropriate measures to minimize noise, dust and odorous 
emissions from all potential sources; and

RECORD RETENTION 
The Company shall retain, for a minimum of two (2) years from the date of 
their creation, all records and information related to or resulting from the 
recording activities required by this Approval, and make these records 
available for review by staff of the Ministry upon request. The Company shall 
retain:

all records on the maintenance, repair and inspection of the Equipment;

NOTIFICATION OF COMPLAINTS
The Company shall notify the District Manager, in writing, of each 
environmental complaint within two (2) business days of the complaint. The 
notification shall include:

a description of the nature of the complaint; anda. 

the time and date of the incident to which the complaint relates.b.

NOISE
The Company shall, at all times, ensure that the noise emissions from the 
Facility comply with the limits set out in Ministry Publication NPC-300.

The reasons for the imposition of these terms and conditions are as follows:

Condition No. 1 is included to emphasize that the Equipment must be maintained 
and operated according to a procedure that will result in compliance with the EPA, 
the Regulations and this Approval.

Condition No. 2 is included to require the Company to keep records and to provide 
information to staff of the Ministry so that compliance with the EPA, the 
Regulations and this Approval can be verified.

Condition No. 3 is included to require the Company to notify staff of the Ministry so 
as to assist the Ministry with the review of the site's compliance.

3. 

Condition No. 4 is included to provide the minimum performance requirements 
considered necessary to prevent an adverse effect resulting from the operation of 
the Facility.

In accordance with Section 139 of the Environmental Protection Act, you may by written 
notice served upon me, the Ontario Land Tribunal and in accordance with Section 47 of 
the Environmental Bill of Rights, 1993, the Minister of the Environment, Conservation 



and Parks, within 15 days after receipt of this notice, require a hearing by the Tribunal. 
The Minister of the Environment, Conservation and Parks will place notice of your 
appeal on the Environmental Registry. Section 142 of the Environmental Protection Act
 provides that the notice requiring the hearing ("the Notice") shall state:

The portions of the environmental compliance approval or each term or condition in the 
environmental compliance approval in respect of which the hearing is required, and;

The grounds on which you intend to rely at the hearing in relation to each portion appealed.b. 

The Notice should also include:

The name of the appellant;1.
