Take Notice that the Council of The Corporation of the Town of Whitby passed By-law # 8272-26 on
March 9, 2026 under Section 26 of the Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. P.13 (the “Act”), as amended, to
adopt Amendment 146 to the Town of Whitby Official Plan.

Purpose and Effect

The purpose of By-law # 8272-26, to adopt Official Plan Amendment Number 146 is to update the
Whitby Official Plan to conform to Provincial legislation and plans; to incorporate planning policies
from Envision Durham, where relevant to Whitby and rescind Envision Durham thereafter; to
streamline and clarify policies; and, to make minor technical and housekeeping changes.

The effect is to manage growth and intensification; provide a range of housing options; support
transit-oriented development; plan for employment uses that provide jobs; protect the natural
environment, and enhance the built environment, to plan for sustainable, complete communities.

1990, c.P.13, as amended, provides
that the Council of a municipality may by by-law adopt amendments to its Official Plan;
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And whereas, the Council of The Corporation of the Town of Whitby deems it advisable
to amend the Official Plan of the Town of Whitby;

Now therefore, the Council of The Corporation of the Town of Whitby hereby enacts as
follows:

1. General

1.1. Amendment Number 146 to the Official Plan of the Town of Whitby, attached
as Schedule “A” to this By-law, is hereby adopted.

1.4. This By-law shall come into force and take effect in accordance with the
provisions of the Planning Act.
