It has come to my attention that a company called 2683517 Ontario Inc. proposes to construct an organics processing centre and anaerobic digester facility at 633 Coronation Drive in Scarborough, Ontario.

This facility will process industrial, commercial and institutional and source separated organics for use in the anaerobic digester system and for export from the facility for use at other locations. 

The company has applied for an Environmental Compliance Approval from the Ministry of Environment, Conservation and Parks to process a maximum of 1240 tons per day of material. They will operate 24 hours per day, 365 days per year. This would involve the movement of approximately 80 trucks( estimated) per day to and from the facility through a residential area.

It would appear that the company did not adequately notify the general community of this proposed facility or specifically, the residents along the possible truck routes, of the impact that this will have on their daily lives. These residents already have to endure heavy vehicular traffic due to the existing operations of various chemical companies, the J. Horgan Water plant, the Highland Creek Treatment plant and numerous other small businesses in the area.

In addition, there will be increased emissions, both from the facility itself as well as from the 80 trucks per day in the neighbourhood, as well as the possibility of the release of noxious odours (processing methane gas) into the atmosphere.

At the very least, at this stage of the process, there should be a community meeting to discuss concerns and the steps being taken to address them. Also, due to the coronavirus COVID-19 that is of current concern, the deadline for response should be extended from April 25th to a date when normalcy in everyday operations will resume.
