authorities are encouraged to engage the
public and stakeholders early in local
efforts to implement this Policy Statement,
and to provide the necessary information
to ensure the informed involvement of
local citizens, including equity-deserving
group.” While this is an improvement from
the 2020 Provincial Policy Statement and
Growth Plan, which did not use this
language, the Provincial Planning
Statement does not provide a clear
definition as to what constitutes equity-
deserving groups.

The Government of Canada defines equity-
deserving groups or equity-denied groups
as: “A group of people who, because of
systemic discrimination, face barriers that
prevent them from having the same access
to the resources and opportunities that are
available to other members of society, and
that are necessary for them to attain just
outcomes.” The Provincial Planning
Statement should adopt this definition to
provide clarity in interpreting the intent of
the policy and its impacts on equity-
deserving groups and communities.
